Let’s have a look at Joseph’s life. Can you remember from the first drama, did it start out good or bad?

Yes, it was brilliant for Jo! His dad loved him and he was good at everything and had the best of everything. It wasn’t perfect because his brothers were jealous of how popular Jo was, and Jo was a quite proud; he didn’t mind letting his brothers see that he was treated better than them, which wasn’t very nice. So one day his brothers sold him to a slave trader and the slave trader sold him to Captain Potiphar in Egypt.

What kind of things did Joseph have to do as a slave? Do you think he enjoyed it?


I don’t think Jo liked it much, it would have been very different to how he lived with his family. But actually he remembered that God was with him so he worked hard at his job and Potiphar made him head slave until Mrs Potiphar lied about him.

Should Joseph have been punished if it wasn’t his fault? Do you think things were getting better or worse for Joseph?

So Joseph is an innocent man being punished for something that someone else did wrong – ouch! But Joseph remembered that God was with him and God was able to get him out of prison after several years.

God helped Joseph tell Pharaoh the meaning of some very strange dreams. It meant Jo was able to save thousands of people from dying.

Can you remember from the last drama what Jo saved them from? How did Pharaoh reward him? How did his brothers and other people treat him?


So Jo went from being the lowest of the low to being the second most important man in the country. Jo had an amazing life and was a pretty good guy but whenever we look at someone in the old testament, the first half of the Bible, we always look to see if they remind us of someone else, someone better.

If you think Jo started out well, then Jesus had an even better start. Before he was a baby where was Jesus?

The Bible tells us Jesus was in heaven with God. In fact Jesus has always been God so if you think Jo was loved a lot then Jesus was loved so much more.

John1:1

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was God, and the Word was with God.

But Jesus gave it all up to be a human being. He left heaven and came to earth to be a servant to people. Can you think of any time when he acted as a servant?

Mark 10:45a
For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve
But things were going to get worse for Jesus. Do you remember that Jo was thrown in Prison and punished for something he didn’t do? Well Jesus was killed for all the things that I’ve done wrong, all the things that you have done wrong and all the things that everybody else has done wrong! And Jesus had never, ever done everything wrong. Now Joseph was sad because he was separated from his dad, When Jesus died he was cut off from God – It’s so much worse than anything that will ever happen to us.

1 Pet 2:24
‘He himself bore our sins’ in his body on the cross, so that we might die to sins and live for righteousness
But good news! In the same way that God rescued Jo from prison. God bought Jesus back to life and took him back into heaven! Who was Jo second in command to? Jesus is sat next to God; he’s not just ruling over Egypt but the whole world! And he didn’t just rescue everyone in Egypt who came to him for help (which is what Jo did) he rescued everybody throughout the entire world and all of history who comes to him for help!

Phil 2:9-11
Therefore God exalted him to the highest place
and gave him the name that is above every name,
that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow,
in heaven and on earth and under the earth,
and every tongue acknowledge that Jesus Christ is Lord,
to the glory of God the Father.
So when God planned Joseph’s life and made sure that it got written down, he wanted us to think how cool Joseph was and to see that God really cares about his people. If we try to live like Jo; remembering that God is always with us, that’s a great thing. But God also knew that one day he would send his beloved son to be our servant, to be punished for our sin and then to be bought back into heaven and rule over the world. If we think Joseph's story is cool we have to remember Jesus’ is even better in every way: and Jesus was punished for the things we did wrong so he deserves to have us thank him and praise him for every thing he’s done.
